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SAFE GOLF TOURNAMENT A TREMENDOUS SUCCESS DESPITE COLD AND LONG DELAY
Nearly $14,000 Generated for SAFE at Eleventh Annual Event
LAWRENCE, Kan. (February 1, 2011) – Nearly 80 golfers competed in the Eleventh Annual SAFE Golf Tournament, sponsored by Jacobsen, which was held at The Golf Club at Star Ranch, Wed., Jan. 12, 2011 in the Austin, Texas suburb of Hutto. While more 108 were signed up to play in the event, many players travel plans were delayed or outright cancelled due to inclement weather around the country.

The Golf Club at Star Ranch provided STMA members with a challenging test of golf skill along a typical Texas hill country course layout.
